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Strategies

Below | have outlined key strategies | have found during my many play tests with Squish

Blocks.

1) How to Play
Squish Blocks is a game of waiting for an opponent to make a mistake or forcing him or her to
make one. It's also a game of risks. Never place a different colored block next to another and
hope the opponent does not have the color needed. Players should not set oneself up to
score points in this way. Instead, players build the board to set up opportunities later in the
game when players are limited in making safe decisions.

Il) Grouping
Try to group like colors together as much as possible. This will create less opportunites for
your opponents to score points.

Ill) Point Placement
| like placing my lowest valued blocks near the edge of the board and my highest towards the
center. This will prevent players from jumping ahead with points at the end of the game.

IV) Early Scoring

Avoid making outside squishes too early, unless you know it will be a very low scoring game.
You need as many choices available to you to score points.

V) Combos
Combos for multiple squishes in one turn are created when there are a line of at least three or

more colors. Always be aware of this pattern and look for any opportunities to create a

situation of a double or triple squish!
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VI) Super Combo
A super combo occurs at the end of the game and all but one player is out. If the board has a
row of at least four colors alike and the player is able to perform a squish between this color

row, the player may continually draw and place cards to squish between this row. This combo
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only stops when the deck runs out or a card is drawn of the same color as the row.
